80 YEARS FROM THE FIRST PUBLICATION
OF THE JOURNAL THE SOCIOLOGICAL REVIEW

The first Serbian sociological journal, Social life, was published
in 1920 and 1921 in Belgrade, and renewed in 1930 in Novi Sad. The
editor and publisher of this journal was Mirko M. Kosi¢, a professor
at the Faculty of Law in Subotica. After the founding of the Society
for Legal Philosophy and Sociology in 1935 and the Society for
Sociology and Social Sciences, in 1938, a new sociological journal was
published, The Sociological Review, whose editor was Djordje Tasic.
The journal was professionally profiled and its goal was to contribute
to the development of a new social science in Serbia - sociology. The
associates of the journal were our distinguished intellectuals, academics
and university professors. In their publications, they discussed the key
issues of sociological science: the subject, the tasks and the relation to
other social sciences. They advocated a view of sociology as a synthetic
and general science of society.

Djorde Tasi¢, a professor at the Faculty of Law at the University
of Belgrade, played a decisive role in the formation of the Sociological
Society and the journal The Sociological Review. Certainly, this
would not have been possible without the full support of the leading
professors S. Jovanovi¢, Z. Peri¢, M. Avramovi¢, T. Zivanovié, M. Ili¢,
S. Stankovi¢, M. Konstantinovi¢, N. Vuco, and younger colleagues who
contributed to the teaching of sociology at Belgrade Faculty of Law: S.
Vukosavljevi¢ and R.D. Lukic¢.

Ever since its first publication, the Sociological Review has had a
social dimension, besides the scientific one, in the form of a scientific
popularization of sociology as a science that was then at the start of its
development in our country. Therefore, the appearance of this journal
represented the peak of sociology development in Serbia between the
two world wars and, at the same time, the basis on which this scientific
discipline was successfully developed in Serbia after the Second
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World War. Unfortunately, the work of the Sociological Society and
the journal was interrupted by the Second World War, during which
Djordje Tasi¢ was killed as a victim of the occupation. Other members
of the Society for Sociology and Social Sciences and associates of The
Sociological Review withdrew and most of them ceased to be interested
in sociology and sociological topics.

Immediately after the liberation of the country, the development
of sociology and sociological periodics initiated in the period
between the two wars was stopped and disabled. Through the work of
Tasi¢’s associate Radomir D. Luki¢, the operation of the Sociological
Society was continued in 1954, as part of the Yugoslav Association
for Sociology - Section for PR Serbia, which soon took the name of
Serbian Sociological Society and, since 1961, renewed the publication
of the Sociological Review. This is how a solid foundation for the
constitution of sociology as a scientific and university discipline in
Serbia was established at the University of Belgrade.

This year, it has been eighty years since the first publication of The
Sociological Review in 1938. The current Editorial Board has therefore
initiated a phototype publication of the first issue. The idea is to show
the tradition in its full shine, because the first issue of The Sociological
Review shone in the scientific sky of the Kingdom of Yugoslavia
in such a way that this light still illuminates our science today. The
founders and authors of The Sociological Review played an important
role in the popularization of sociology and the institutionalization of
its disciplines in Serbia.

It is well-known that revering the past is the most reliable
foundation on which the future is built. By handing the phototype
edition of The Sociological Review 1/1938 over to the readers, we
believe that we are handing them a very significant work belonging to
the scientific and cultural heritage of our people, not only for the sake
of preserving tradition, but also for motivating current generations of
scientists to strive to at least be worthy of the scientific heights of their
predecessors.

CONTEMPORARY SOCIOLOGY BETWEEN THE
DEPARTING AND THE EMERGING WORLD
(The Crisis, the Crossroads and the Alternatives of Sociology
at the Beginning of the 21st Century)

The paper first presents a general review of the current state of
affairs and tendencies in contemporary sociology in the world (para-
digmatic pluralism, disciplinary chaos, theoretical and methodologi-
cal controversies, the challenge of the megatrends, the expansion of
research fields, dropping some previous areas of interest and adopting
some other areas of interest in sociology in the era of globalisation, the
rise and decline of the profession and calling of a sociologist, margin-
alisation of social sciences and the humanities and of the mission of
intellectuals). In this context, the paper then addresses the develop-
ment of sociology in Serbia, with a focus on its position and role in the
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contemporary world (problems and challenges of societies in transi-
tion and responses of sociology and sociologists, new forms of ide-
ologization and instrumentalization of the discipline, main research
fields, theoretical and methodological tendencies, the position of the
profession and of the calling of sociologists and the role of sociologi-
cal associations, the need for multi-disciplinary co-operation and the
development of scientific criticism of sociological work, etc.).

This “overambitious” examination of the current state and ten-
dencies in contemporary sociology, which is sketched out here, rep-
resents only an introduction into the author’s point, namely, the prob-
lematization of the relationship between sociology and the global
megatrends, a metatheoretical criticism of the ruling paradigm and
methodological approaches in contemporary research, consideration
of the problems of globalisation and fragmentation in sociology, the
need for an integrated paradigm and the necessity of establishing so-
ciology as a complex science of man, society and culture, and their
interactive collaboration with anthropology, culture studies, com-
municology, mondology, and the need to rebuild a critical alternative
emancipatory sociology.

Sociology originated from the spirit of the Civic Revolution, but
also the from the crisis of the Enlightenment, capitalism and positiv-
ism, and it must not lose its critical gnoseological power if it wishes to
be a truly effective humanistic and emancipatory force in the emerg-
ing world of turbulent social changes that have engulfed humankind.
It can and must awaken the tradition of Mills and Bourdieu according
to which it represents a “martial discipline” and to act in accordance
with Wallerstein’s message that in sociology the research for truth must
never be separated from the quest for Good / Justice and Freedom.

FUTURISTIC METHOD POTENTIALS IN STUDYING

Fast and radical social changes at the beginning of the XXI cen-
tury, especially those generated by The Fourth Industrial Revolution as
well as those which are imminent, represent a great challenge for so-
ciology when it comes to new thematic horizons and the development
of a wider methodological approach as well. In that context, this paper
indicates the possibilities of applying prognostic researches, especially
the futuristic method, in sociology. Many questions of a contemporary
social life which come from the consequences of revolutionary tech-
nological changes and the processes of globalization, seek everyday
measured answers from social sciences. It is necessary to look for so-
lutions for the upcoming social challenges and elaborate questions of
desirable and undesirable future. Thus, we need new ways and models
of gaining that knowledge which will enable more efficient people’s ad-
justment to new and forthcoming circumstances. This is the purpose
of futuristic approach to social questions and the need for the develop-
ment of prognostic researches in sociology in order to perceive the fu-
ture of social developments from different aspects. It should be started
from well-known futuristic models, methods and instruments, such
as SWOT analysis, Delphi method, S-method, Cross-Impact method,
Scenario planning method, etc. So, sociology needs the introduction
of one new dimension of viewing social phenomena and processes,
and that is the prediction of social development trends.

‘ETERNAL QUESTIONS’ OF SOCIOLOGY, OR
THE SEARCH FOR ITS THEORETICAL AND
METHODOLOGICAL INVENTORY’

Today the global society is described by many different defini-
tions, but in this conceptual chaos one can see a common feature of
our time - its strikingly contradictory nature. For example, when we
speak of globalization, we should also mention glocalization that, de-
spite its protests against the dictate of global unification, is no less in-
fluential in determining everyday practices. Such contradictions revive
the main questions of sociology — “How is society possible?” and “Why
do we interpret everyday life in socially acceptable ways?”, which ex-
plains a new interest in the well-known ideas of the classics of sociolo-
gy, for example, in the ideas of G. Simmel, that, in addition to the large
stable social forms, there are more mobile ones that ‘stick’ the large
ones together, and that the key problems of social life are determined
by the desire of the individual to protect oneself from the violence of
society, historical tradition and culture. Thus, there is a social request
for complex theoretical work aimed at sociological understanding of
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new forms of spontaneous order and contradictory identification and
worldview models of social actors, and metatheorizing can be a way
for such an ‘inventory’. The methodological inventory of empirical
sociology also lags behind for it ignores the fact that our traditional
techniques are losing their previous efficiency in representing the most
important aspects of the well-known subject. Thus, there is a request
for systematic methodological reflection on the possibilities and limi-
tations of ‘classical’ methods that have been used for decades to moni-
tor important social indicators but ignore significant contradictions in
the respondents” answers.

SOCIOLOGICAL INTERPRETATION IN XXI CENTURY -

The paper argues
that while many talented individuals are involved in the business of
data processing, interpretation and social engineering, there is a no-
ticeable absence of thorough understanding of analysed results and
findings, especially when it comes to mass intervention, broader ef-
fects, and consequences. In such circumstances sociological approach
and interpretational competence remain unsurpassed — technological
development has created a situation where sociology is more needed
now than it has been in the recent past.

THE POSSIBLITIES OF SOCIOLOGICAL STUDY OF
THE PHENOMENA OF NATION AND NATIONALISM
IN THE ERA OF GLBOALIZATION - ETHNOSYMBOLIC
ALTERNATIVE

The speculations about the uncertain future and place of the phenom-
ena of nation and nationalism in world history have been present in modern
social science almost from the very beginnings. Marx and Engels had long
predicted that the logic of capitalist development would weaken the strength
of national identification. Ernest Renan thought that the concept of Euro-
pean nations would in the future be transformed into some sort of Euro-
pean federation. Even later, in the 20th century, Karl Deutsch speculated the
subordination of the nation to wider, regional political communities, while
one of the most influential theorists of nationalism, Ernest Gellner, pointed
out the possibility that the process of modernization would contribute to
the collapse of the nationalist ideology. The thesis about the weakening of
importance of national identity in the modern world would especially gain
popularity in the period of intensification of globalization process, begin-
ning from the end of the Cold War, when it was anticipated that the new
forms of political and cultural loyalty, such as cosmopolitanism or various
forms of supranational identities, would contribute to the weakening of na-
tional sentiments. The main objective of this paper is to explain why the
mentioned speculations turned out to be wrong. By applying the ethnos-
ymbolic approach, we will try to show that the nation has remained one
of the most important forms of political and cultural organization of social
reality even in the contemporary globalized world. This way, by affirming
the ethno-symbolic perspective, which recognizes the causes of the nation's
survival in its deep historical rootedness, by emphasising the significance of
historical longue durée processes, we will try to offer an alternative to the
dominant modernist and postmodernist interpretation of nation and na-
tionalism.

Conequently ,the
author considers that the notion of new sensitivity includes messages,
collective manifestations, considerate meaningful facts of individual
and collective interactions, and social trends that focus on the humani-
zation of chill in a particularly impressive and expressive manner.

THE USE OF SOCIOLOGICAL CLASSICS - THE
CITATION ANALYSIS OF MARX’S, WEBER’S AND
DURKHEIM’S WORK IN THE JOURNAL SOCIOLOGIJA
FROM 1997 TO 2017

This paper shows the results of sociological classics citation anal-
ysis in the journal Sociologija for the period 1997-2017. As a starting
point of the research, we used the paper by Vladimir Vuleti¢ and Al-
josa Mimica Where Had the Third Classic Disappeared? The Citation
Analysis of Marx’s, Webers’s and Durkheim’s in the Journal Sociologija
from 1959 to 1996. This paper will represent the basis concerning the
use of analysis citation methods in order to achieve data comparability
within two time periods. The main goal of the paper is to identify clas-
sics citation trends in the past twenty years. To be more precise, we will
try to address the issues of whether the aforementioned period repre-
sents merely an extrapolation of trends that have already been identi-
fied in the above-mentioned paper or whether there are new practices
and patterns when citing Marx, Weber and Durkheim. Political and
social changes have been rather dramatic and wholesale over the past
twenty years. Thus, we find this task utterly compelling and substan-
tial since it represents the reflection of Serbian (Yugoslavian) sociology
within a set time frame.

TASIC’S APPROACH TO DIVISION OF COMPETENCES

OF HUMAN ACTIVITY

This paper discusses the research of sociological and legal herit-
age of Dorde Tasi¢, as one of our most significant initiators of different
research in the borderline area between law and sociology, in the pe-
riod between two world wars of the 20th century. The research points
to practical need for the continuous study of effects of Tasi¢’s views on
current development trends of our legal sociology or sociology of law,
in regard to which the use of a sociometric concept is suggested in the
division of competences between the sociological and legal sphere of
human activity.

Emphasising the difference between law and what Tasi¢ de-
scribed as an attempt of law, in relation to which in 1943 he experi-
enced a tragic historical verification of his views on the relationship
between an individual, society, state and law, the paper also examines
the possibilities of setting clear boundaries of a more efficient develop-
ment of conceptual solutions in various sociological theories of law,
without which our current jurisprudence unnecessarily loses ground,
failing to adequately rely on the long-lasting foundations it obviously
has at disposal, which no one is denying more than it itself does, when
renouncing sociology.

This paper is dedicated to understanding some contemporary
discussions on cognitive contribution of two sociological disciplines
- Sociology of Work and Sociology of Organization. We examine de-
bates arising from the cognitive opus of several contemporary sociolo-
gists of work and organization, who seek to re-establish Sociology of
Work and Sociology of Organization, using critical “within” under-
standing of work in all of its essential structural and developmental
societal aspects, in their (sociological) study.

After content rich “take-offs” of Sociology of Work and Sociol-
ogy of Organization, especially in the 60’s and 70’s of the 20th century,
and after almost two decades of “silence” in trend of distinctiveness
of these two sociological disciplines (among many other sociologi-
cal disciplines that constantly multiply, as well as beyond the cogni-
tive aspects of sociology), their identity is “corroded” by overgrowth of
cognitive and non-cognitive discussions, publications and abundance
of empirically-pragmatic “research” of work and organization. In this
context, increasingly popular publicist (futuristic) prediction of “the
end of the work” emerged; on the basis of which rests easy (ideological)
“write-oft” of the Sociology of Work and Sociology of Organization as
anachronistic disciplines in sphere of work and its organization. As
“promised future” is fruitful ground for every ideology, such views of
these two sociological disciplines find the “old ally” in cognitive sphere
that mainly focus on deterministic and reductionist explanations of
utilitarian-pragmatic techno-economic aspects of work.

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ENTERPRENEURSHIP AS A SOCIOLOGICAL PROBLEM -
CONTRIBUTION TO (RE)CONSTITUTION OF A SOCIO-
LOGICAL DISCIPLINE

The absence of conceptual and theoretical consensus is one of
the most recognizable characteristics of scientific research of entrepre-
neurship. The causes for that can be found in two different scientific
disciplines. Firstly, in the entrepreneurship studies, a discipline which
is “in charge” for the study of the entrepreneurial sphere. The inco-
herence and “looseness” of this discipline is reflected in the frequent
equalization of researches that deal with the study of small enterprises
and entrepreneurial studies, the lack of a clear definition of entrepre-
neurship, as well as a specific unit of analysis. Secondly, in the sociol-
ogy of entrepreneurship, the situation is not better at all. It seems that
sociologists also cannot agree on the definition of entrepreneurship, in
other words, there is no agreement regarding one general approach.
Considering the international, as well as Serbian history of the socio-
logical study of entrepreneurship, this paper represents the develop-
ment of the discipline and current state of the matter. Potential benefits
of the sociological approach were pointed out as a mean of under-
standing of this interdisciplinary problem. Finally, the discussion was
focused on the need for and the possibility of (re)constitution of the
sociology of entrepreneurship, a discipline that would be significant
for the sociology of the 21st century.

THE ROLE OF SPECIAL SOCIAL DISCIPLINES IN THE
PREVENTION OF SOCIO-PATHOLOGICAL PHENOMENA

This paper poses the question of whether the insights of specific
sociological disciplines - sociology of mental disorders and sociology
of social deviations, have practical application in the prevention of
socio-pathological phenomena. Our main assumption was that both
disciplines, derived from social pathology, are stagnating in our coun-
try today. Their scientific development is at this point marginal, with
little opportunity for practical application of knowledge in the areas
they deal with. The reasons for this situation are numerous and par-
ticularly furthered by the absence of communication and the exchange
of ideas among the sociologists dealing with the issues that can be de-
fined as “sociopathological”. Nevertheless, we believe that the knowl-
edge of Sociology of Mental Disorders and Sociology of Social Devia-
tions can have practical implications. In order to explore this thesis, we
analyzed the findings of one exemplary research on violence against
women in Serbia, and reinterpreted results bearing in mind the disci-
plinary prism. This enabled us to offer a series of reccommendations for
a (possible) prevention strategy regarding violence against women and
confirmed the thesis that the conceptual scope of these sociological
dictionaries allows the realization of practically applicable knowledge.

SOCIOLOGICAL RESEARCH OF YOUTH IN THE FORMER
YUGOSLAVIA AND SERBIA - DEVELOPMENT AND
PERSPECTIVES OF THE SOCIOLOGY OF THE YOUTH

The phenomenon of youth increasingly becomes the subject of
scientific research, so researchers in our country and the world have
accepted the question of youth as a challenge and managed to accu-
mulate theoretical and empirical knowledge on various aspects of the
social position and behavior, education, values and aspirations of the
young generation which initiated the development of the sociology of
youth.

In the focus of this paper are researches of key importance for
the development of sociology of youth in our country, which is seen
through two dimensions: time and thematic/problematic. In the pe-
riod 1960-1980 research of the social origin of secondary school and
university students (Mili¢, 1959), social inequalities in education
(Tomanovi¢, 1967; Flere, 1976), rural youth (Dili¢, 1967/68), differ-
ences between the working and intellectual youth (Tomanovi¢, 1971),
social origin and life orientation of high school youth (Georgievski,
1972) are dominantly represented. During the period 1980-2000 the
researcher’s attention is focused on the position, consciousness and be-
havior of the younger generation of Yugoslavia (Vrcan et al., 1986), the
social structure of the young generation that is reflected in education
(Dzuverovi¢ et al. 1986 and 1989), the social position of ,,children of
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crisis“ (Mihailovi¢ et al., 1990), the problems of young people in the
village (Vidojkovi¢ et al., 1995). With the beginning of the new mil-
lennium, the researches are focused on the status and role of the youth
of Serbia in transition (Mihailovi¢ et al., 2002), the position of young
people, their expectations, interests, values (Nikoli¢, Mihailovi¢, 2003),
social biographies of young people in Serbia (Tomanovi¢ et al., 2011)
and the state, observations, beliefs and hopes of young people in Serbia
(Tomanovic i Stanojevi¢, 2015).

Earlier scientific research of the youth speaks of ,history®, chal-
lenges and development of youth sociology, but also about the need for
their intensification in order to find the possibility of linking results
with practical solutions to youth problems.

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CHALLENGES AND PERSPECTIVES
OF THE SOCIOLOGY OF AGEING IN SERBIA

Since ageing of the population is one of the great challenges fac-
ing the world, the position of older people in society and the quality of
their lives is the subject of the study of a special sociological discipline
- sociology of ageing. With various theoretical and methodological ap-
proaches, sociology of ageing tries to determine the basic factors that
determine the social position and role of older people and explain the
changes in the relation of the individual and society that come to the
ageing process (changes in social activities, interactions and roles).

The aim of the paper is to point out the challenges and perspec-
tives of the sociology of ageing in our country, which in 1996, ac-
cording to internationally accepted criteria, entered the stage of de-
mographic age of the population (according to the 2011 Census it is
evident that Serbia with 17.4% the population is among the countries
with the oldest population in the world). The first part of the article
points to the importance and specifics of sociology of ageing, and in
the second part it analyzes its representation at faculties in our country
(in curricula) and bibliography in this field. After that, the question
arises what should be done with regard to the further development of
the sociology of ageing in our country and the application of its scien-
tific knowledge and achievements — which topics should be explored
primarily, which concept of development should be sought and how
the relevant institutions might be interested examine and apply the
results of scientific research in the field of sociology of ageing in the
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development of laws and development strategies. In conclusion, the
guidelines for the further development of the sociology of ageing in
our country are given guidelines, and its importance for creating new
social consciousness and finding the possibility of linking the obtained
scientific results with practical answers to the problems and needs of
older people.

SOCIOLOGY OF SPORT - POSSIBILITIES OF FURTHER
DISCIPLINE DEVELOPMENT

The author’s paper points out the elements of development of
sociology of sport through the process of “separation” of sport from
play and leisure activity, understanding sport as a social institution,
pointing out the absence of autonomy of sport from general social cir-
cumstances, and observing the possibilities of further development of
discipline which research subject is still considered “unfinished”. They
point out the fact that the academic interest in sport has been in a per-
manent increase in the last decade, due to the expansion of develop-
ment of professional-commercial sport in the first half of XX century.
By pointing out that the contemporary sport is, to a certain degree,
formed by mass society and mass culture, which indirectly influence
a more intensified development of sociology of sport in the Western
society, the author underlines the significance of sociological research
of mutual impacts of sport on the society and the society on sport,
reaffirming the question of the contextual conditions and social condi-
tionality of sport. That leads to the fact that the knowledge about sport
is actually the knowledge about the society. The author points out the
need for an in-depth sociological analysis of the terms physical culture,
physical education, recreation, sport training, pointing out the possi-
bilities of separating new sociological disciplines such as “sociology of
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physical culture”, “sociology of physical education”, “sociology of rec-
reation’, “sociology of sport training”. Doing so, the author underlines
the sociological significance of physical culture, physical education,
sport recreation, sport training and sport which is a “meeting point” of
the mentioned aspects of social life.

WHAT DO SOCIOLOGISTS REALLY ‘MEASURF’
WHEN SPEAKING OF HAPPINESS?

In recent years, the issues of happiness have become phenom-
enally popular especially for different global rankings. There is a wide
range of quantitative studies (mass surveys), whose authors seek to
characterize the population of different countries by the level of happi-
ness, and, thus, present the international ratings of countries according
to this level. Even without taking into account a certain absurdity of
attempts to compare multi-million communities by the level of hap-
piness, the results of such surveys raise a lot of questions for they are
often contradictory, especially when it comes to international com-
parisons (such as the World Happiness Reports) and national surveys
(thus, in an international study a country can be presented as unhappy
while according to national surveys its population can feel quite hap-
py). It is necessary to systematize (a) interdisciplinary interpretations
of happiness, (b) variants of sociological conceptualization of happi-
ness, (c) factors influencing the everyday interpretations of happiness
(dominant media discourses in particular), and empirical indicators of
it, (d) approaches to the empirical measurement of happiness in socio-
logical studies.

PUBLIC OPINION ON THE LGBT COMMUNITY AS AN
INDICATOR OF THE TRANSFORMATION OF MODERN
SOCIETY’S VALUES

The modern world is a global multicultural community. It is
characterized by plurality of values that are prevailed and dominated
in a particular culture. The appearance of a new phenomenon, or rath-
er development of the specific discourse on things that earlier used to
be taboo is transforming of the society’s values. A public opinion plays
a key and major role in such a transformation. Public opinion itself is
both a reflection of public conscience and awareness of a particular
culture and element that is shaping and forming of a public conscience
and awareness of the world as a whole.

The article is the analytical review of the data from all-Russia
sociological surveys and data from several opinion polls conducted by
the Peoples’ Friendship University of Russia (RUDN University). So-
ciological polls had been conducted among both Russians as a whole
and Russian and foreign students who are studied in Russia to gauge
their views and opinions on the LGBT community’s problems. It raises
issues on attitudes toward homosexual unions and to expression feel-
ings in a public (public displays of emotions), on transgender phenom-
enon and social distance towards representatives from LGBT, on social
exclusion or social marginalization of grouping of lesbian, gay, bisexu-
al, and transgender. A trend analysis of public opinion change on this
issue as a result of the transformation of modern society’s traditional
values is a main result of the article.

RESEARCH OF CHANGES IN COMMUNICATION
OF CITIZENS OF SERBIA AND ANALYSIS
OF POSSIBLE TRENDS

The first part of the paper summarizes three studies of the daily
time use of the Serbian inhabitants. The studies were conducted by the
author from 2009 to 2013, with the cooperation of the TNS Medium
Gallup agency. The first article was published in the review The Culture
of Polis, Novi Sad 2009, followed by additional three papers dealt with
the same topic. The research was carried out in the form of a diary:
respondents answered how much time they spent in various activities
and conditions during 24 hours.

The results showed that in 2009 the volume of face-to-face com-
munication was 20 times higher than the Internet-mediated commu-
nication; In 2011, it was 12 times higher, and in 2013 it was only 5.5
times higher than the face to face communication.

In the second part of the paper, the author analyzes possible con-
sequences of such a trend (rapid increase in the volume of communi-
cation on social networks and the media) as well as the great changes
in the behavior of an average Serbian resident.

The following research questions are important for that analysis:
Does such a large increase of Internet-mediated communication have
an impact on the face-to-face communication? Is the care about priva-
cy ignored in such extensive online communication? Is the growth of
Internet-mediated communication taking place at the expense of other
human activities and conditions? Does this trend lead to addiction?

SOCIOLOGICAL CRITIQUE OF THE INTERNET
(FROM THE POINT OF VIEW OF THE SOCIOLOGY
OF POLITICS)

By creating new forms of sociability (“on-line collectivism”),
the Internet suggests significant changes in the entire socio-cultural
sphere. The main feature of these collectivities, liberated from the
sphere of space and time, is that individuals decide whether to partici-
pate in them by themselves. Offering the network to the so-called “or-
dinary man’, the Internet almost completes the process of democratic
distribution of ideas and opens the door to the development of par-
ticipatory democracy. Based on a critical review of relevant literature,
the text theoretically analyzes the most important social and political
controversies concerning the Internet. Focusing on those factors that
hinder the development of the Internet in the direction of the eman-
cipation of all citizens, the work starts from the basic assumption that
it serves to the economic and political status quo, and leads to further
differentiation of social groups. The Internet accelerates the condition
of a certain expanse of information, while its “virtuality” is not able to
transform the truly existing structure of power. Like all “communities”
the Internet communities are relatively closed spaces, which often lack
wider social responsibility. Also, freedom on the Internet attracts those
who abuse it to spread racial, national and other hatred. In fact, the
Internet is not separated from other social spheres, while technological
development cannot automatically lead to non-hierarchical and hori-
zontal forms of sociability. For this latter, parallel moral and other pro-
cesses in the social consciousness, as well as in the man, are necessary.

THE SOLIDARITY NETWORK OF SOCIALLY DEPRIVED
FAMILIES FROM THE SOCIOLOGICAL PERSPECTIVE

The paper is oriented toward an empirical examination of the
characteristics of social networks of socially deprived families. The
topic is positioned within the context of previous sociological studies
into this problem, and then observed in a wider milieu of social rela-
tions and mapped onto the social reality of socially deprived families
in Serbia.

The idea is to employ the analysis of the narratives from the re-
spondents’ in-depth interviews from the temporal perspective of the
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past and present so as to detect the changes in social networks with
regard to the altered social context. The previous (socialist) period was
determined by a dominant role of the state in the resolution of crucial
social problems of families, while the transition (present) is defined
by a reduction in the importance of the state (Mili¢, 2004) and the
transfer of this role to the family itself (Cveticanin, Lavri¢, 2017; Daly,
2005) or, partially, to the private sector. At the practical level, the paper
will show which types of networks are activated under these changing
structural circumstances and what their role is in the lives of socially
deprived families. Thus, solidarity networks are understood as an al-
ternative to the withdrawal of the state from the social security system
in the neoliberal global concept of the state. The question also raised is
how sociological analysis, emphasising the problems encountered by
socially deprived families, can contribute to the critical consideration
of the systemic change in general.

The findings stem from the analysis of the qualitative material
obtained by in-depth interviews of 25 families whose status is char-
acterised by social deprivation. Typologically speaking, it is the case
of families receiving social welfare, accompanied by Romani, single-
parent, pensioner and small agricultural families.

SOCIOLOGY AND WORKERS’ STRIKES IN SERBIA
IN THE 21TH CENTURY

This paper deals with the state of sociological thought in Serbia
about social conflicts and the characteristics of workers' strikes in the
first decades of the 21st century. On the one hand, there are authors
who believe that it is about transformation into liberal capitalism. They
rarely mention class conflict and social inequalities, and strikes are
beyond their analysis. On the other side, sociologists emphasize that
transition has led to the creation the society in the semi-periphery of
the capitalist economic system. They tend to perceive social conflicts
and strikes from a wider perspective, above all because of the chang-
es in the relationship between power and the character of the world
and the domestic capitalist class. The underlying hypothesis reads: in
Serbian society, the dominance of national and state over class issues
contributes to the decline in the number of strikes. At the end of the
transition, strikes became pseudo-strikes. The nature, the sorts and the
dynamics of strikes are largely determined by the nature of the class
society. At the center of the analysis are the characteristics of the social
structure, the basic classes and the strikes of workers during the last
two and a half decades. Based on this it is concluded that the working
class by the privatization of social property is systematically destroyed,
and its empirical class consciousness is confusing.

SOCIOLOGICAL UNDERSTANDING OF TRUST IN 21st
CENTURY: FROM TRADITIONAL WORKING ORGANI-
ZATIONS TO HIGH PERFORMANCE ORGANIZATIONS

Traditional working organisations are being replaced with new
forms of organization structure called high performance organiza-
tions that are specially focused on trust. Although it is possible to talk
about trust in narrow sense in traditional working organizations, new
organizational forms demand broader understanding of this concept.
Sociological explanations of concept of trust were firstly developed in
the realm of behaviorism, exchange theory, game theory and rational
choice theory. According to these theories, trust is understood as “cal-
culation” in the relations between actors, so it could partially explain
interpersonal i.e. intra-orgaizational trust that is characteristic for un-
derstanding trust in traditional working organizations. However, with
appearance of new organizational forms that are focused both on in-
terpersonal (intra-organizational) and external (inter-organizational)
trust, it became necessary to understand the concept of trust as mul-
tidimensional phenomenon, that next to calculative aspects contains
psychological and cultural as well. This multidimensional conception
of trust emphasizes the importance of social capital, that has bond-
ing and bridging function, depending on the type of ties between ac-
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tors. The bonding function of social capital focuses on primary groups
and on emotional and psychological support, while bridging func-
tion applies to the heterogeneous groups and focuses on instrumental
aspect. Intra-organizational trust understood in broader sense, ena-
bles understanding inter-organizational trade at global market that is
characterized by cultural diversity. Trust between organizations varies
depending on whether an organization operates in individualistic or
collectivist cultural context. Only after the relationships inside an or-
ganization, as well as the given cultural context are understood it is
possible to explain key role of trust in traditional and contemporary
working organizations.

INTRAGROUP DIFFERENCES IN THE ECONOMIC
POSITION OF THE ECONOMIC AND POLITICAL ELITE
IN SERBIA

Privileged economic position is one of the basic characteristics
by which the ruling group differs from the other social classes or stra-
ta. Since intergroup differences in economic position were thoroughly
analysed in recently published papers, in this text we strive to exam-
ine whether in the period of consolidation of the capitalist order in
Serbia there is an internal differentiation of economic position of the
economic and political elite or, in the other words, whether there are
intragroup differences in economic position of these two strata of the
ruling group. The analysis is based on the data collected by the Insti-
tute for Sociological Research of the University of Belgrade — Faculty
of Philosophy in the survey conducted on subsamples of the economic
elite in 2012 and the political elite in 2015. Using multiple linear re-
gression we analyse which factors affect the household income level of
members of the ruling group, as well as the total market value of the
property in their ownership. We are particularly interested in the fac-
tors such as rank of respondents within the economic or political elite,
year of taking the elite position, and social capital. The aim is to show
which factors contribute to economic differentiation within the high-
est social stratum in Serbia.

COMMON SENSE LEGITIMATION OF INFORMAL
PRACTICES IN PRESENT-DAY SERBIA

As a part of a larger research within the project Closing the Gap
Between Formal and Informal Institutions in the Balkans (INFORM),
38 of semi-structured interviews with citizens of Serbia have been con-
ducted in the period July - October 2017. These comprise the data-
base used for analysis of “narratives of informality” - stories of how
the research participants legitimize (or rationalize) informal practices
(using connections and acquaintances to “get things done”, giving/re-
ceiving bribe, exchange of favours, etc.), supplemented by the analysis
of participants’ attitudes towards informal practices, particularly when
using them themselves. Insight into respondents’ ideas of informality
was gained through describing and understanding doxa - beliefs of an
individual as “a quasi-perfect correspondence between the objective
order and the subjective principles of organization (with which) the
natural and social world appear as self evident” (Bourdieu) or senso
comune (Gramsci) - “naturalized”, unreflected, practical knowledge
taking the form of self-explanatory content of common sense, that
which is taken-for-granted, what “everybody knows®, knowledge of
the world that is undisputed — “just the way it is”, the domain of in-
definite beliefs and incoherent views of the world, knowledge which
“legitimizes with the absence of legitimizing”. The assumption is that
the “quality” of doxa, in the sense of its positive or negative orientation,
has a large impact on the possibility of changes in formal practices and
procedures - in some cases surving as a stimulus for change, and as an
obstacle to changes in others - situations in which the new/imported
rules remain “empty shells” with little influence in social life.

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APPLICATIONS OF NETWORK ANALYSIS IN SOCIAL
SCIENCES - FLEXIBILITY AND INTERDISCIPLINARITY

In the XX and XXI century, social network analysis slowly trans-
formed into a broader research field called network analysis or net-
work science. It represents a set of theories, techniques, and methods
which produce models who are representations of the structure of re-
lations between different entities or units. The key difference from the
original social network analysis research, which was based on the idea
of network as sociogram which describes the relations between social
actors, is concerned with the fact that unit of analysis is no longer re-
stricted to social actors. In this paper, the authors attempt to argue
why, somewhat paradoxically, social sciences (including sociology)
can utilize this development of network analysis in order to improve
its own quantitative research practice. In the first part of the paper,
authors will show that the methodological diffusion of network analy-
sis (from sociology towards other social and natural sciences) led to
significant innovations, including: (1) models of network dynamic or
evolution, (2) networks of variables, (3) spatial networks. In the second
part of the paper, the authors will use their previous research results
to demonstrates the practical applications of these innovations. In the
discussion, the authors will reflect on the potential of these subtypes
of network analysis to contribute to the development of research tech-
niques in sociology and other social sciences.

On the other hand, data obtained using the Internet as a me-
diator represent data that existed in the offline sphere, and as such have
been collected and become available on the Internet. Besides that, vari-
ous data collection techniques and methods are precisely presented.

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A CONTRIBUTION OF SOCIAL CLASS INEQUALITY
TO THE OVERALL INCOME INEQUALITY IN SERBIA -
ANALYSIS OF EU SILC DATA 2013-2016

The paper attempts to estimate a share of overall income ine-
quality in Serbia which could be explained by reference to inequality
among social classes. An assumption of the paper is that income dif-
ferences among social classes come from different income packages
they make from different income sources, and from different amounts
members of different social classes gain from the same income sources.
Income inequality is mostly approached in Serbia from the economic
perspective focusing on distribution of factors of production and the
gains one has based on ownership or control over these factors (such
as wages, coming from selling labor force). The paper contributes to
the analysis of income distribution by linking it to the processes of
re-stratification and formation of class positions in Serbia. On the
other hand, by difference from conventional sociological approach to
look at class differences in material position per se, in this paper class
differences are approached as a part of the overall income inequality.
This approach allows us to establish to which extent class position de-
termines not only individual positions of members of different social
classes, but overall income inequality as a characteristic of a society as
a whole, as well. The analysis is conducted on data from EU SILC for
Serbia, 2013-2016.

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STRUCTURAL EQUATION MODELING AS
AN APPROACH IN SEARCHING FOR
DETERMINISTIC RELATIONS

Identification of the deterministic relations in quantitative ap-
proach is one of the most challenging goals in social research. It is not-
ed that traditional regression models are not adequate, and today for
the purpose of searching for complex causality we use Structural Equa-
tion Modeling (SEM). Ordinary Least Squire (OLS) regression proce-
dure is not able to identify complex relations among many predictors,
as well as not being able to estimate the effect of number of predictors
onto more than one dependent. Additionally, OLS procedure cannot
identify moderation, but it identifies only mediation effect of predic-
tors onto dependent. Finally, due to these deficiencies, OLS procedure
inadequately treats residuals. Consequently, in traditional regression
analysis the issue of the validity of the model is in put in question. In
this paper we will present the advantages of SEM comparing to OLS
regression. In general, we will show the procedures in SEM which pro-
vide more accurate and certainly more valid and reliable estimation
of the deterministic relations among the variables. In particular, we
will present the advantages of estimating direct and indirect effect of
the predictors onto dependent. Finally, we will present new approach
and advantages in estimating goodness-of-fit criteria in the process the
hypotheses testing.

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EMPIRICAL SOCIOLOGY IN SERBIA AT THE BEGIN-
NING OF THE 21ST CENTURY: A (SELF)CRITICAL VIEW

Although the status of a science and profession cannot be ob-
served exclusively through its scientific production derived from em-
pirical research, our view is that it can nevertheless serve as a good
basis for stating a “diagnosis”. We tried to determine the basic contours
of the state of empirical sociology in Serbia on the basis of the results
of a content analysis of articles based on experiential data published in
the most prominent sociological journals in Serbia (Sociology and The
Sociological Review) starting from 2001. Let us mention some of the
questions that were of interest to us in this research: what issues attract
the attention of researchers in Serbia, whether sociologists in Serbia
study current social problems, what is the territorial scope covered by
conducted research, what is the theoretical and methodological foun-
dation of research results presented in scientific journals, how well
are sociologists acquainted with the latest literature in their field, and
whether there is cooperation and networking with colleagues from
abroad. Our view is that this cross-section of the state of research pro-
duction at the beginning of the century, together with the analysis of
researchers’ primary experiences, can serve as a basis for recognizing
the weaknesses and strengths of this profession in Serbia, especially
regarding the level of development of theories and techniques as a pri-
mary indicator demonstrating professional expertise.

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SOCIOLOGIST PROFESSION IN THE 21ST CENTURY -
THE PROBLEM OF SOCIOLOGISTS EMPLOYMENT

Among the challenges that sociology faces at the beginning of
the 21st century is the development of sociology as a profession. So-
ciology has been primarily developed as an academic discipline, while
other elements of the profession (monopoly on expertise, recogni-
tion, organization) has not been sufficiently developed so the ques-
tion arises about that which jobs in which organizations sociologists
can perform. Professional associations and organizations dealing with
the sociologists” education explore the position of sociologists in the
labor market and carry out various activities aimed at increasing the
employability of sociologists. Experiences from developed countries
with a long sociological tradition can be useful for our sociological
community’s efforts to improve the position of sociological profession
in Serbian society.

In the first part of the paper, the problems of the development of
sociology as a profession and the employment of sociologists outside
scientific-educational organizations are considered. In the second part
of the paper, an overview of the results of the survey of employment of
sociologists in the United States and the United Kingdom is given. Fi-
nally, various activities carried out by sociological associations in order
to increase the employability of the sociologist are presented.

ROMA BEYOND SOCIOLOGICAL ESCAPISM AND
EXOTIC OTHERNESS: WHITENESS AND THE POWER
STRUCTURES OF EVERYDAY LIFE

The paper challenges social construction of Slovak Roma/Gypsy
as a homogenous group essentialized as a marginal, disconnected, un-
educated, exotic and asocial “other®. Grounded in field research and
ethnographic knowledge the paper deconstructs Roma homogeneity
and tries to provide differential optics to constructions of Roma. In
doing so, the Roma agency is located in different social fields, which
opens new questions for research. Avoiding the cliché of marginality
we explore the existent contrast between the overrepresentation of
Roma supposed homogeneity and “otherness” versus the muted ex-
istence of their counterpart — the non-Roma. Using methodological
approaches close to the whiteness studies we attempt to go beyond
approaches focusing on Roma as the exotic others. The role of non-
Roma agency and power structures omnipresent in everyday life, often
muted in etic constructions of Roma, will be discussed as a key factor
determining their living conditions.

EDUCATION IN SERBIA AT THE BEGINNING
OF THE 21st CENTURY: BETWEEN RELIGION

In this paper, the discussion of the problems of education in Ser-
bia at the beginning of the 21st century relates to subjects of religious
education and civic education, which were introduced into institution-
alized education in parallel with changes in the social system.

Globalism affects social organization of the lives of specific so-
cieties and shapes the broadest context in which scaling of their par-
ticular areas takes place. The field of education is especially interest-
ing to the creators of globalism because it enables the transmission
of the so-called global culture and an accompanying set of values to
a local societies, without need for significant engagement of new hu-
man and material resources. Employees in the education sector and
the existing network of educational institutions in different societies,
generally represent “means of influence” on new generations covered
by compulsory education and higher levels of education - therefore,
they are the target group of creators so-called new world order. A new
paradigm of education based on the mondialistic ideology leads to the
harmonization of the education of the societies of the western cultural
circle and societies that seek to get closer to them. Harmonization of
education implies the acceptance of common normative solutions, or-
ganizational features, goals and values. One of the crucial points of
harmonization is the attitude towards religion.
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The introduction of civic education and religious education in
institutionalized education in Serbia represents an expression of the
acceptance of the mondialistic discourse on human rights and, practi-
cally, the harmonization of domestic education with so-called, Euro-
pean educational space.

FOOD AND EATING IN SOCIAL MIRROR - NEW/OLD
SOCIOLOGICAL PROBLEMS

Last couple of decades we have witnessed strengthening of so-
ciological interest in researching food production and distribution,
the way systems of social norms about food are being (trans)formed,
as well as impact of social structure on eating habits of various social
groups, even societies in general, etc. When analyzing mentioned is-
sues, sociology relies on knowledge from other scientific fields (his-
tory, anthropology, ethnology, agricultural sciences, psychology, nutri-
tionism, genetics), well established sociological disciplines (sociology
of labor/culture/family, rural sociology), but also emerging ones (soci-
ology of tourism/emotions).

Even though sociological literature dealing with the topics of
food and eating is quite numerous and diversified, there are still no
consensus on two major issues: a) are we dealing with a brand new
sociological subject and b) are we facing a brand new, emerging so-
ciological discipline or is it only a specific research theme. Revealed
dilemmas are accompanied with several additional issues such as: a)
justification of sociological approach in research food and eating, b)
contribution of sociology to the food studies in general, but also c)
impact of sociological comprehension of food/eating on overall socio-
logical body of knowledge. Additionally, we can ask a question wheth-
er sociological insights can be of assistance in creation of public food
policies. This paper is an attempt to provide additional insight onto
previously mentioned questions and dilemmas.

KOSOVSKA MITROVICA - A CONTRIBUTION
TO THE RECENT HISTORY OF THE CITY
AND A SOCIOLOGICAL UNDERSTANDING
OF THE CAUSES OF ETHNIC DIVISION

Through the recent history of the city of Kosovska Mitrovica, a
brief genesis of the Kosovo problem was presented, which has its low-
est foothold in the case of ethnic division in this city. Economic, socio-
cultural and demographic characteristics interweave in explaining the
causes that led to a highly regressive denouement of the Kosovo prob-
lem and the ethnic division of the city. Economically oriented theo-
reticians attribute a central role in explaining the Kosovo problem to
the insufficient economic development of the region within the former
Yugoslavia, however, from today’s perspective, this was a period (from
the 1950s to the 1980s) which recorded the highest level of industrial
and economic development, especially in the case of the Kosovska
Mitrovica which had a significantly developed industry. Another im-
portant specific feature of this region is the fastest population growth
in the former Yugoslavia, especially of the Albanian national minority,
while the number of Serbs and Montenegrins declined in the overall
share of the population. Parallel political protests and disagreements
over federal, republican and provincial authority, other political fac-
tors and the mentioned demographic characteristics interweave and
make the social context important for the interpretation of ethnic di-
vision. A brief historical overview of these factors was given with a
purpose to offer a sociological interpretation of the genesis of the ex-
tremely regressive denouement of the Kosovo problem and the ethnic
division of the city.

PSYCHOLOGICAL AND SOCIAL INDICATORS OF
YOUTH SAFETY IN KOSOVO AND METOHIJA

The subject of the research are psychological and social indica-
tors of safety of youth in Kosovo and Metohija. The aim of the paper
is to examine with the use of focus groups how young people perceive,
feel and influence social, economic and political security in Kosovo
and Metohija. The focus group is organized on the topic of psychologi-
cal and social indicators of youth in Kosovo and Metohija. Conveni-
ent sample consisted of 36 students from the Faculty of Law and the
Faculty of Philosophy in Kosovska Mitrovica (students of male and
female gender, 4 groups with 8 members each). The data was obtained
by asking the group moderator a question. Qualitative analysis is used
for data processing. The obtained data are categorized according to:
perception and sense of security, safety assessment and the influence
of young people on improving the mentioned aspects of social secu-
rity. The obtained data have shown that the young people in Kosovo
and Metohija perceive and feel a bad security situation in the general
sense, claiming that their security is very bad considering the social
and economic security. They state poor health conditions, easy access
to psychoactive substances, human rights disregard, and high crime
rates. Economically, the unemployment of young people is high, as
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well as poverty, while the quality of goods and services is on a low level.
They estimate security in general terms and critical situations. Security
is under threat and is completely unsafe. The obtained results on the
basis of psychological and social indicators show poor safety of young
people and the inability of young people to influence the improvement
and quality of safety in all aspects of life in Kosovo and Metohija.
